ARTICLI: ITI

INSURANCE

3.01 York and Starburst do mutually covenant and

agree to obtain and keep in force adequate insurance against
both damage to the recreational facilities and public liazbility
in such amounts and on such texms and conditions as would be

obtained by a prudent owner.

ARTICLE IV

ARBITRATION

4.01 Any diffexrence or dispute arising between York

and Starburst as to the mealning or construction of this
Agrecement and the Lease, or any part thereof, or as to any
matter or claim arising thereunder or in connection thexrewith
shall be referred to a singlg arbitrator 1f York and
Starburst agree in writing upon one, otherwise to a board
of three arbitrators, qnevto be appointed by York and one
by Starburst and a third arbitrator-to be appointed by the
first two named arbitrators in writing; and, if York and
Starburst shall refusaz or neglect to appoint ar axbitrator
within five (5) days after the other shall have appointed
an arbitrator and shall have served a written notice upon
the party so refusing or neglecting to appoint an arbitrator
requiring such party to make such appointment then the
arbitrator first appointed shall, at the rcquest of the
party appointing him proceed to hecar and determine the
matters in difference or dispute as if he were a single
arbitrator appointed by both York and Starburst for that
purpose. If two arbitrators are so named in the time
prescribed and they do not agree, within a pexiod of five
{5) days after the appointmert of the last of the said two
arbitratoxs, wpon the appointiment of the thixrd arbitrator,

then, vpon the application of eithex York or Starburst, the
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third arbitrator shall be appointed by a Judge of the Supreme
Court of Ontario. The award or determination which shall be
made by the said arbitrators or the majority of them or by

the single arbitrator, as the case may be, both as to the
matter in dispute and as to the costs of the said arbitration,
shall be final and binding upon York and Starburst, their
respective successérs and assigns. The provisions of this
paragraph shall be deemed to be a submission to arbitration
within the provisions of The Arbitration Act, R.S.0. 1970,
Chapter 25, andugny statutery hodification or r;—cnéctment
therecf. Nothing in this paragraph shall be decemed to

relieve either Assignee of its obligation to pay the rent

oxr other cﬁaféésvas hereinbefore aégeéé on the days

hereinbefore specified.

ARTICLE V

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

5.01 The recreational and otner facilities to be
provided on the Lands shall be managed by a Board of
Directoré which board of dircctors shall made up of four
members, two directors to be appointed by York and two
directors to be appointed by Starburst. At any meeting of
the board of directors, a guorum shall consist of three of
the four directors and except as may be provided herein,
all dccisions of the hoard of direcctors shall bhe by a

majority.

5.02 The function of the board of directors shall be

to operate and manage the recrcational and other facilities,

'without restricting the genexality of the foregoing:-

(2a) the appointment of professional management;

(b) the maintenance, rcepailr and operation of the
recrcational and other facilities, including
landscaping and parking facilities provided on

the Lands;
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{(c) providing, making and publishing rules and // ‘
regulations governing the use.of the recrcational '
~and other facilities, including witﬁout limiting
the generality of the foregoing, rules and
regulations for the allocation of time for the
use of such facilities, and enforcing such rules
and regulations;
(a) keeping the recreational facilities in a clean
and wholesomc condition and in good repair;
{c) the keeping of financial records;
(£} the preparation of an annual budget for each
calendar year; i
(g} determining whethex or not the Lands may be used by bot
the guests of owners and occupants of the dwelling
units crecated ox to be created on Parts 1 and 2,
Plan 66R-8721 and by the guests of the owners and
occupants of dwelling units on York Condominium
Plan No. 323 or by guests of neithér,and determining
the basis-upon which such use, if any, shall be

permitted, including tﬁé'tﬁarge of a fee for such use.

5.03 It is understood that the board of directors

shall have the right to cancel or suspend the rights of any
person to use the recreational facilitics for misuse of the
facilities, improper conduct in the recreational facilities
ox for any reason decemed adequate in the sole discretion

oﬁ the board of directors.

5.04 The board of directors shall maintain adequate
records, books and bank accounts and such records and books
shall be retained at the office of the manager -

to be appointed and the representatives of York or Starburst

shall have the right to inspect same at all rcasonable times.

5.05 The board of directors of the recreational and

othcr facilities shall, from time to time nrepare an estimated

budget for each calendar yeax, sctting forth by catcgories
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the board's best cstimate for all expensés for the opcration
of the recreational and other facilities for the coming yecar,
including wi;bogtrlimiting the genexality of the foregoing,
rent; operating expenses, staff salaries, taxes, insur#nce,
water, gas and electric rates, all costs of repairs, renewals,
maintenance and sﬁpcrvision of the facilities and premises.
Whenever, in the opinion of the board of directors of the
recrecational facilities, any change from the cxpenditures
forecast in the annual budget makes it desirablekto do so,

the board shall submit to York and Starburst a supplementary

supplementaxy budget covering the expenses of the operation

of the recrxeational facilities fox the then remaining portion

of the current year. The budget prepared by the board shall
include an estimate of all anticipated income to be received
and shall indicate the balance of the expenses not anticipated

to be met by such income.

5.06 York and Starburst shcll contribufe and be

responsikle for the paymént of their proportinate shares of

the annual cost of the operation of the recreational and oither
facilities in each annual period designated by the board of
dircctors as such costs may be shown in the financial

staterments for such period or in accordance with the estimated
budget. Such payments shall be made in the proportions as

set out in Sec. 2.01 hercof and shall be paid in twelve egual
consecutive monthly instalments, payable monthly on the first day
of each and every month during the annual period. The
constributions shall be adjusted at the end of each annual

period designated by the boaxd of dircctors immediately following

the issuance of the financial statemcnts for such period and
all expenses payable which are not paid on the due date shall

bear intercst at the rate of 1-1/2% per month.

" CAPITAL EXPEHDITURES

6.01 If the board of dirvectors shall detcrmine to make
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capital expenditures with respect to the recreational
facilities, or its furnishings, fixtures or cqguipment, then
the parties hereto shall contribute their proportional share
of the funds required therefor in accordance with the
provisions hereof, provided however, that no capital

expendi ture shall be made exxceeding $2,000.00 in any one

Year without the uﬁanimous consent of the parties hereto.

All contributions payable under this paragraph which are not
paid on the due date shall bear interest at the rate of 1-1/2%

ARTICLD VII
DEFAULT

7.01 In the event of default by York or Starburst

of its obligation to pay a proportionate share of

costsor contribntions as set out herein or in pérforméncc of
any duty or obligation as set out herein, the non-defaulting
party shall have the right (in addition to any

and all other rxights it may have} %o suspend the right

and entitlement of such party including its ovwners ard
occupants to use and enjoy the recreational and other

facilities until such default is cured.

ARTICLYE VIIX

. ASSIGHMENT

8.01 " Neither party bereto shall be pcrmitted to assign

or to sublet its respective interests in the Lease and the
within Agrecment without first having obtained the consent in
writing to such assigpment or subletting from the other party,

which consent may be arbitrarily withheld.

Notwithstanding the forecgoing, Starburst shall be
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permitted to assign its interest in the Lease and the within
Agreement without consent, to a corporation or corporations
created pursuvant to The Condominiun Act in respect of Parts

1l and 2, Plan 66R-B721.

ARTICLE IX
DEEINITIONS

9.01 It is mutually agreed between the parties hereto

respectively that words importing the singular number only
shall include the plurxal and vice versa, and words importing
the masculine ger.der shall include the feminine gendexr, and
words importing persons shall include firms and corporations

and vice versa.
