MADE PURSUANT TO THE CONDOMINIUM ACT 

THIS DECLARATION {hereinafter called the "declaration"} 

is made and executed pursuant to the provisions o£ The 

Condominium Act, R.S.O. 1970, Chapter 77, as amended, and the 

regulations made thereunder (all of which are J:lere:inafter 

referred to as the "Act"} by: 

STARBURST INVESTMENTS LIMaTED, 
a Company incorporated under the laws 
of the Province of ontario, 

(hereinafter called the "Declarant") 

WHEREAS the Decl.arant is the owner in fee simple_ 

of l.ands and preiDises situate in the City of Toronto, in 

the Municipality of Metropolitan Toronto, and being more 

particularl.y described in Schedule "A~, and in the 

description submLtted her~with by the Declarant for 

registration ~n accordance with Section 4 of the Act-

WHEREAS the Declarant has constructed an apartment 

building containing 193 dwelling units. 5 detached dwelling 

units and 4 semi-detached dwelling units upon the lands. 

WHEREAS the Declarant intends that the said lands 

together wi~~ the said buildings constructed thereon shall be 

governed by the Act. 

NOW THEREFORE THE DECLARANT HEREBY DECLARES AS 

FOLLO'..-S: 

I INTRODUCTORY 

l. Definitions: - The following terms used herein have 

the meanings Eet out below, unless the context otherwise 

requires: 

(a) common eleme11ts means all the proper-t.y except 

the units; 

(b) common interests means the interest in th~ 
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common clements appurtenant to a unit;-

(c) mmer means the owner or own~rs of the 

freehold estate or estates in a unit and 

comm9n interest, but does not include a 

mortgagee unless in possessi9n; 

(d) property means the land and interest appurt-

enant to the land described-in the description 

and Schequle "A~ annexed hereto and i~cludes . --
any land and interests appurtenant to lands 

that are added to the common elements; 

(e) unit means a part or parts of the land ..-.---
included in the desc!:iption, and designated 

as a unit by the description, and comprises 

the space enclosed-by its boundaries and all 

the material parts of the land '1-Tithin this 

space at the time the declaration and 

description are registered; 

(f) The d-efinition of "unit" for the purposes of 

the duties to repair and maintain under 

. Sections 16 and 17 of the Act and this 

declaration shall extend to all improvements 

made by the Declarant in accordance with its 

.structural plans nobli thstanding that some 

of such improvements may be made after 

registration of the declaration; 

(g) Other terms used herein shall have ascribed 

to them the definitions·contained in the Act, 

as amended from time to time. 

Statement of Intention 

The Dcclar;:J.nt intends that the lands and premises 

( described in Schedule "1\" be governed by the l\ct <lnd <lny 

nmendmcnts thereto. 
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3. Con!:;cnt of Encumbrancers 

The consent of all persons having registered 

( encumbrances against the land or interests appurtenant to the 

land described in Schedule "A" is contained in Schedule "B" 

( 

attached hereto. 

4. Boundaries of Units and Honuments 

It is the intention of the Declarant that the detached and 

semi-detached dwelling units shall include all structural and mechanical 

components, including without limitation foundations, ~supporting walls, 

roofs, heating, plumbing and electrical systems, while the dwelling units 

in the apartment building will not include such structural and mechanical 

·components. The monuments controlling the extent of the units 

are the physical surfaces mentioned in the boundaries of units 

in Schedule nc" attached hereto. 

5. Common Interests and Co~mon Expenses 

Each owner shall have an undivided interest in the 

common elements· as a tenant in conunon \'lith all other owners 

and shall contribute to the common expenses in the proportions 

set forth opposite each unit nl.lLlber in Schedule "D"· attached 

hc~et~. The t~tal of the proportions of· the common interests 

shall be one hundred percent. (100%). The disparity in the percentages of 

( tfe corrimon expenses bebveen the d\-:elling units in the apartment building 

on the one hand and the detached and semi-detached dwelling units on 

the otherhand, arises due to the different basis on which the unit· 

boundaries are described. The result generally will be that the owners 

of the detached and semi-detached dwelling units will be obliged to 

( 

maintain their units to a much greater extent that the owners of units 

in the apartment building. 

6. Address for Service 

The corporation's address for service shall be: 

c/o The Management Office, SO Quebec Avenue, Toron~o, Ontario, 

or such other address as the Corporation may determine in 

accordance t-1ith the provisions of the Act. 

II COt-11:-lON EXPENSES

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1. Specification of Common Expenses 

Common expenses means the expenses of the performance 

of the objects and dutie~ of the corporation and, without 

limiting the generality of the foregoing, shall.includc those 

expenses set out in Schedule "E" attached hereto. 

2. Payment of Common Exp0nscs 

Each ot.,rncr, including the Declarant, shall_ pay to 

the corporation his proportionate share of the common expenses, 

as may be provided for by the ny-Laws of the Corpor~tion, and 

the assessment and collection of contributions towar~ the 

common expenses may be regulated by the board pursuant to 

the By-Laws of the corporation. 

III COMMON ELEHENTS ~ . ,. 
1. Use of Common Elements · .· 

Subject "to the provisions of the Act, this declaration 

and the By-Laws; and any rules and regulations passed pursuant 

th2reto, each owner has the full use, occupancy and enjoyment 

of ·the whole or any part of the cor.mon elements, except as 

herein otherwise: provided. 

2. Exclusive Common Elements 

Subject to the provisions of the Act, this declaration, 

the By-Laws and the rules and regulations passed pursuant 

thereto, the owner of each unit shall have the exclusive use 

of those parts of the common elements as set out in Schedule 

•pn attached hereto. 

3. ·PETS 

No dogs shall be kept or allowe~ upon the common 

c~ements, -including those parts thereof, of which any owner 

has the exclusive use, except that_ the owners of each of Units 1 to 9 

inclusive, Level 1 shall be permitted to keep one dog upon that part of 

the common elements of which they have the exclusive use. 

<1. Restrictive Access 

Without the consent in writing of the board, no 

0\-zncr shall h;).ve any right of _access .to those parts of· the 

common clements used from time to time as a dwelling for any 
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building superintendent, utilities areas, building maintenance 

ntora.ge areas, manager's offi.ces, ope~a ting machinery, or 

zmy other parts of the _common clements used for the c<1re, 

ln<lintcnnncc or opcr«tion of· the prop·erty. Provided, however,· 

that this parng~aph shall not apply to any fi_rst mortgagee

ho~ding ~ortga.gcs on at least ten percent (10~) of the units 

who shall have a right of ilcccss for inspection up~n forty­

eight {48) hours' notice to the building manager • 

. s .. (a) The corporation may by a vote o£·meffiBers, ·who own 

eighty percent (80%) of the cemme~-elemepts, make any sub­

stantial additions, alterations or.improvements to, or

that the foregoing shall not prevent the

~aintaini~g units as models for di~play.and 

n~lc purpo~c~. ~nd otherwise maintaining 

con~truction offices, di~plays and signs 

until all. units h<1vc been sold by the Declarant. 

(b) No dogs ~hall be kept or ~!lowed in an~

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unit, except that each of the owners of Units 1-9 

.inclusive, Level 1 shall be permitted to keep one dog. 

((:} No· unit shall be occupied or used by 

anyone in such a manner as to result in the 

cancellation or threat of cancellation, of 

nny policy of insurance referred to in this 

declaration·. 

c'~l- The owner of each unit shall comply and . 

shall require all residents and visitors 

to his_unit to comply with the Act, this 

declaration, and the By-Laws, and the rules 

and reguiations passed pursuant thereto. 

(~) No owner shall make any structural change 

or alteration in or to his unit or make any 

change to an installation upon the common 

elements, or maintain, decorate, alter or 

repair any part of the common elements, 

(except for maintenance of those parts of the 

common elements which he has the duty to 

maintain) without the consent of the bocrd. 

(f) .The owners of Units ~-9 inclusive, Level 1, shall not alter 

the colour of the exterior surfaces of their respective 

units without the prior written consent of the board. 

Requirements for Leasing 

No owner shall lease his unit unless he. causes the 

tenant to deliver to the corporation an agreement signed by 

the tenant to the following effect: 

"I, ••••••••••••••••••• , covenant and agree that I,. the members 

of my household and my guests from time to time, will, in 

using the unit rented by me and the common elements, comply 

with The Condominium Act, the Declaration and the By-Laws, 

anti ail rules and r~gulations of the Condominium Corporation

unaer any policy or policies of insurance held by the 

corporation. 

The corporation shall m2ke any repairs that· an 

owner is obligated to make and that he does not make within 

a·rea?onable time; and in such an event, an owner shall be 

deemed to have consented to having repairs done to his unit 

by the corporation; and an owner shall reimburse the corpora-

tion in full for the cost of such repairs; including any 

legal or collection costs incurred by the corporation-in order 

to collect the costs of such repairs, and all such sums of 

money shall bear interest at the rate of tHelve percent {12%) 

per annum. The corporation may collect all such sums of money 

in such instalments as the board may. decide upon, which 

instalments shall be added to the monthly contributions towards 

the common expenses of such owner, after receipt of a notice 

from th_e corporation ther<:of. All such pilymcnts are deemed

1. Procedure Where Damage Occurs 

rlliere the board has determined that there has been 

:substantial damage to twenty-five percent (25%) of the

buildings, notice of such determination shall be given within 

ten (10) days thereof to all owners and mortgagees, with such 

notice to the mortgagees to be sent by registered mail. Such 

notice may be combined with notice to the owners of a meeting 

called for the purpose of voting for repair. 

. 2. Plans and Soecifications 

A complete set of all the original architectural 

and structural plans and specifications for the buildings, 

including plans and specifications f?r any additions, altera-

tions or improvements from time to time made to the co~~on 

elements or to any unit with the prior consent in writing of 

·. 

the board, shall be maintained in the office of the corporation 

( at all times for the use of the corporation in rebuilding or 

repairing any damage to the building and for the use of any 

mvner. 

VIII INSURANCE TRUSTEE fu~D PROCEEDS OF INSURANCE 

1. Insurance Trustee 

The corporation shall enter into an agreement with 

an Insurance Trustee which shall be a Trust Company registered 

under The Loan and Trust Corporations 1\ct, or shall be a 

Chartered Dank, which agreement shall, without limiting its 

l generality, provide the following: 

(a) the receipt by the Insurance Trustee of any

corporation; 

(b} the holding of such proceeds in trust for 

those e~titlcd thereto pursuant to the 

provisions of this declaration;

(d) the notification by the Insurance Trustee 

to the mortgagees of any insurance monies 

received by it. 

rn the event that the corporation is unable to 

enter into such agreement with such Trust Compan~, or such 

Chartered Bank, by reason of their refusal to act 1 the 

col;'"poration may ent.er into such Agreement -v1ith such other 

corporation authorized to act as a Trustee, as the owners 

may approve by by-law at a meeting called for that purpose. 

The c~rporation shall pay the fees and disbursements of 

any Insurance Trustee and any fees and disbursements shall 

constitute a common expense. 

2. In the event that: 

(a) The corporation is obligated to repair 

any unit insured under. paragraph 1, .subclause 

(b) of Article IX hereof, in accordance with 

the provisions of Section 16(6) or Section

by the corporation. 

(c) The board, in accordance with the provisions 

of Section 17(1) of the Act, determines that there has not 

been substantial damage to twenty-five per~ent {25%) of the 

buildings, the Insurance Trustee shall hold all proceeds 

·-

for the corpo:::-a-!:ion a:::lC! o._,mers v:hose U...""Iits have been· Ciamage6., 

as their respective interest5 may appear, in accordance with 

the provisions of the Insurance Trust Agreement in order to 

satisfy their respective obligations to make repairs pursuant 

to the provisions of Article VI of this declaration, and 

Section 16(6) of the Act. 

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein 

contained, any proceeds payable by the-Insurance Trustee to 

an owner, in accordance with the provisions of paragraph (b) 

of this subclause 2 of Article VIII hereof, shall be subject 

to payment in favour of any mortgagee or mortgagees to whom 

such loss be payable in such policy or policies of insurance 

and in satisfaction of the amount due under any liens 

registered by the corporation against such unit.

Such policy or policies shall insure the interests of the 

corporation and the owners from time to time, as their respective' 

interests may appear, with mortgagee endorsements, which shall be 

subject to the provisions of this Delcaration and the Insurance 

Trust Agreement, and shall contain the following provisions: 

(i) that loss shall be payable to the Insurance Trustee; 

(ii) waivers of subrogation against the corporation, its 

manager, agents, employees and servants and owners, and 

any member of the household, or guests of any owner or 

occupant of a unit, except for arson and fraud; 
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(iv) 

(v}

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that such policy or policies of insurance shall not be 

cancelled or substantially modified without at least 

sixty (60) day~ prior written notice to all parties whose 

interests appear thereon, and to the Insurance Trustee; 

waivers of any defence based on co-insurance or of 

invalidity arising from L~e conduct or any act or omission 

or breach of a statutory condition of any insured; 

all policies of insurance shall provide that the same shall 

be primary insurance in respect of any other insurance 

carried by any owner; 

(vi) a waiver of the insurer's option to repair, rebuild or 

replace in the event that af~er carnage the governQent of 

the property by the Act is terminated. 

{c) Public liability and property damage insurance 

insuring the liability of the corporation and the 

owners from time to time, with limits to be 

determined by the board. 

(d) Boiler and machinery insurance to the extent 

r~quired as the board may from time to time 

deem advisable.

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2. General Provisions 

- (a) Prior to obtaining any policy or policies of insurance 

under subclause 1 .of this Article IX, or any renetval or 

renewals thereof, or at such other time as the board may deem 

advisable, the board shall obtain an appraisal from an

cost of the ·property, for the purpose of determining the

(b) The corporation, its board and its officers, shall 

have the exclusive right, on behalf of itself and as agents 

for the owners, to adjust any loss and settle any claims t·Tith · 

respe~t to all insurance placed by the corporation, and to 

give such releases as are required, and any clai@ant, including 

the owner of a damaged unit, shall be bound by such adjustment. 

Provided, however, that the board may, in writing, authorize 

an owner to adjust any loss to his unit. 

_, (c) No mortgage may be placed against any unit unless 

the mortgagee agrees to waive any contractual or statutory 

provision giving the mortgagee the right to have the proceeds 

o~ any insurance policy or policies applied o~ account of 

the mortgage and thereby prevent application of the proceeds 

of any insurance policy or policies towards the repair of the 

property pursuant to the provisions of this declaration. 

This p~ragr~ph (c) shall be read without prejudice to the 

right of any mortgagee to exercise the right of an owner to 

{ vote or to consent, if the mortgage itself contains a ~ro­

vision giving the mortgagee th~t right, and also to the

right of any mortgagee to receive the proceeds of any in.sur~ncc 
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policy, if the property is not repaired. 

(d) A certificate or memorandum of all insurance policies 

and endorsements thereto shall be issued as soon as possible 

to each owner and a duplicate original or certifiefr copy of 

the policy to each mortgagee; renewal certificates or 

certificates of new insurance policies shall be furnished to· 

each owner and renewal certificates or certified copie~ of 

new insurance policies to each mor~gagee not later tpan ten 

{10) .days before the expiry of ariy- current insurance ~olicy. 

The master policy for any insurance coverage shall be kept 

by the corporation in its offices, available_ for inspection 

( by any owner or-mortgagee on reasonable notice to the 

corporation.

(e) No insured, other than the corporation, shall be 

entitled to amend any policy or po~icies of insurance obtained 

and maintained by the corporation, or to direct that loss shall 

bepc:yable inany manner other than as provided in_ this 

declaration. 

3. By the Owner 

It is acknowle~ged that the foregoing insurance is 

the only insurance required to be obtained and maintained by 

the corporation and that the follo~-li!lg insurance, or any other 

insurance if deemed necessary or desirable by any owner, may 

be obtained and maintained by such owner: 

(a) Insurance on any additions or improvements 

made by the m-iner to his unit and for 

furnishi!lgs, fixtures,· equipment, decorating 

nnd personal property and chattels of the 

owner contained within his unit, and his 

personal property and chattels stored 

elsewhere on the property, incluc1ing his 

automobile or automobiles, and for loss of 

use nnd occup~ncy of his unit in the event 

of d<nu~gc, which policy or policies of 

r • 
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insurance shall ·contain waiver of subrogation 

against the corporation, its manager, agents, 

employees and servants, and against the 

other owners and any members of thci~ house-

hold, except for vehicle impact, arson and 

fraud: 

(b) Public liability insurance covering any:

liaiblity of any O\>m~r to the extent not 

·covered by any public liability and 

property damage insurance obtained and 

mainta~ned by the corporation. 

X lNDEHNIFICil.TION 

Each owner shall indemnify and_save harmless the 

corporation from and against any loss, costs, damage, injury 

or liability whatsoever which the corporation ~ay s~=fe= cr 

incur resulting from or caused by an act or omission of such 

owner, his family or any member thereof, any other resident 

of his unit or any guests, invitees or licensees-of such-

m>ner or resident to or with respect to the commoh elements 

and/or all other units except for any loss, costs, damages, 

injury or ~iability insured against by the corporation. 

All payments pursuant to this clause are ·deemed 

to be additional contributions toward the common expenses 

and recoverable as such. 

XI FIRST HEETING 

~s soon as practicable but not later than three (3) 

months after tbe registration of this declaration, the members shall 

hold their first annual meeting, which meeting may be held without 

( notice, for the purposes of electinq directors. The board so P.lecte~

way, without notice, hold its.first ~eeting, provided~ quorum of

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directors is present. Any by-.law may be passed by the 

corporation, without a meeting, provided the con~ent to the 

by-law, by members who own one hundred percent (1006) of the 

common clements, is endorsed thereon. 

XII GENERAL-HATTERS 1\ND 1\Di-TINISTRATION 

l. Rights of_ Entry 

(a) The corporation, or any insurer of the pr;>perty 

or any part thereof, their respective agents, or any other 

person authorized by the board, shall be en~itled to enter 

any u~it or any part of the common-elements over which any 

owner has the exclusive use, at all reasonable times and 

upon·giving reasonable notice for the purposes of rr.aking 

inspections, adjusting losses, making repairs, correcting 

any condition which violate~ the provisions of any insurance 

policy or policies, remedying any condition which might 

·result in damage to the property, or carrying.out any duty 

imposed upon the corporation. 

(b) In case of an emergency, an agent of the corporation 

may enter a unit at any time and Hithout notice, for the 

purpose of repairing the unit, co~on elements or part of the 

common elements over which any O\.;ner has the exclusive use, 

or for the purpose of correcting any condition which might· 

result in damage or loss to the property. The corporation or 

any one authorized by it may determine whether an emergency 

exists. 

(c) If an owner shall not be personally present to 

~rant entry to his unit, the.corpora~ion: or its agents, 

·may enter upon such unit without rendering it, or them, 

· liable to any claim or cause of action for damage by reason 

thereof; provided that they exercise reasonable care.
